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An International Workshop

Guidelines for Speakers in Plenary Sessions 3, 4, and 6  

These guidelines describe the presentation focus and actions that are requested by the Workshop organizers of each speaker. The purpose of your plenary session presentation is to identify the key issues regarding preservation of and open access to environmental and health data and information in the thematic area of your session, and to provide an overview of how these issues are being addressed. The objective is to provide information and ideas that will stimulate discussion among the participants, especially about follow-up collaborations in the Latin American region. Following the presentations by all four speakers in each session there will be a general discussion with the other participants in the Workshop.
The Workshop organizers ask that your presentation follow these guidelines:
a.
The presentation should last no longer than 15 minutes.


b.
The use of digital presentation slides is encouraged. Given the strict time limit, however, the presentation should use only a few slides.

The presentation title, abstract, and slides (or text) and your short professional biography (approximately 100 words) should be submitted to codata@cria.org.br no later than April 25th. Each speaker is asked to grant permission to make the presentation material and biographical summary available on the CRIA website following the workshop and for the Workshop organizers to use this information to write the summary report.
