World Bee Checklist Workshop
17-18 October 2002

Indaiatuba, SP, Brazil

Summary Report and Action Items

A group of experts (see attached list) met during 17 and 18 October 2002 in Indaiatuba, SP, Brazil to discuss and devise a strategy for developing a World Checklist of Bees.  After introductions by participants, Michael Ruggiero and Vera Fonseca gave brief presentations on the global context and need for developing species checklists and the global pollinator and taxonomic initiatives. 

The workshop was highly successful as model for developing a global species checklist.  It required considerable work beforehand via the Internet as well as computing capability during the workshop. During working sessions the participants 3 draft lists: 1) a preliminary world checklist of Colletinae, 2) status of bee checklists and 3) a list of significant bee collections (attached).  A plan for a third list, a list of bee experts, was also developed, but will require completion by participants. The group also proposed content and structure specifications for the world checklist.  Comments are welcome on the provisional lists.

Action Items:

1. Develop World Checklist for Bees

a. Draft version 1.0 of a World Colletinae Checklist was produced at the workshop. Comments were sent and incorporated into version 2.0 by Terry Griswold. (Version 2.0 is attached)

b. Complete World Checklist should include following mandatory fields:  Genus, species, Author, Date, Rank, Source, and Validity; and if available, depository for primary types (holo-, lecto-) and distribution.

i. Create staging area (uio.mbl.edu/beeworkshop) for World Checklist

ii. Dave will develop and provide instructions for submitting lists

iii. Experts should e-mail partial regional or taxonomic checklists to Dave Remsen at dremsen@mbl.edu
iv. Dave will develop a procedure for preparing “clean” lists for entry to Hymenoptera Base

v. Hymenoptera Base will be initial “collector” site of World List at iris.biosci.ohio-state.edu.  Mirror sites or duplicate databases will be established in or provided to Brazil, ITIS, South Africa, and others.

2. Website

a. A community website (uio.mbl.edu/beeworkshop) has been created to manage partial checklists and directories (of collections and experts) and serve as an assembly site for global syntheses.

b. Website should expand as needed and should develop capability for on-line collaboration on checklist assembly and editing.

3. Develop Collections Database 

a. Initial matrix of significant collection locations was developed at workshop (attached)

b. Define data elements (check Index Herbarorum, IABIN, Bishop Museum for existing db standards)

c. Populate database

d. Post database

4. Experts Data Base

a. Initial format was developed for workshop, is self selecting, and available at (uio.mbl.edu/beeworkshop)

b. Workshop participants should register as experts at website

c. Define data elements (check TRED, ETI) for expanded database

d. Populate database

5. Develop Listserve for bee group

a. Include workshop participants

b. Add experts that couldn’t attend workshop

6.  Seek funding for Bee Checklist projects

a. GBIF – ECAT, DIGIT

b. IABIN

c. FAPESP

d. NSF

7. Complete Checklist in one year (Priority Groups below)

a. Colletinae (first Draft completed 18 Oct 2002)

b. World Colletidae

c. Afrotropical Apidae (30 Nov 2002, Connal)

d. North American Apoidea (31 Dec 2002, Terry)

e. Exomalopsini (31 March 2002, Fernando)

f. Australia Apoidea (31 Dec 2002)

i. Mexican Apoidea (Ricardo/Terry)

j. Cental American Apoidea (Terry)
